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2009-11 Budget

It has been an unprecedented budget
season that included an ever increasing
deficit to address. At the scheduled end
date a state biennial budget was
completed and pressure for a special
session to resolve unfinished business
was determined to be pointless.

Significant points:

¢ Suspend Initiative 732 COLA

¢ Reduced Learning Improvement
Days (LID) by one

¢ Local Effort Assistant (LEA)
funding reduced — although
authority for the reduction was
not passed

¢ Student achievement Program (I-
728) reduce by over 70% each
year

¢ Adjust K-4 allocation

American Recovery and Reinvestment
Act (ARRA) fiscal stabilization funds

replace state funds for the current year
and the next fiscal year.

Accounting will need to be tracked
separately and new program codes have
been established. Use of these
resources will be reported on
www.recovery.gov in future years.

The 2010 legislative session could alter
the information when it begins in
January.

This session also saw the passage of the
education finance reform bill (ESHB
2261). This bill is the first step in
redefining basic education but does not
provide funding or a revenue plan to
fully fund the new definition. The new
system for basic education is to be
phased-in and fully implemented by
2018.

K-4 Allocation

Funding is provided to remove certain
conditions on certificated instructional
staff (CIS) allocations for kindergarten
through grade 4. Currently districts
must staff up to 53.2 CIS per 1000
students in grades K-4 to keep the full
allocation. This requirement is
eliminated for the majority of school
districts. Only districts with more than
25% of their students enrolled in digital
or on-line learning programs will still
need to staff in accordance with the
calculation in order to be funded at this
level.

There is a shift in the payment schedule
for the remainder of the fiscal year. Due
to the passage of SHB 2356 the June
student achievement payment percentage
will be 4.2 percent instead of 6 percent,
and the July payment percentage will be
11.8 percent instead of 10 percent.

Starting in January of 2009, the new E-
Cycle program makes it possible for
school districts to recycle unwanted
computers, monitors, laptops and
televisions at no charge. The program
does not cover peripherals such as mice,
printers, copiers, scanners or other
electrical devices. More information on
the program, including the process for
recycling large quantities (more than 10),
can be found in OSPI memorandum 027-
09 or at www.ecyclewashington.org.
