Budget Highlights

Both the Senate and House budgets were
released on February 23, 2010. Both
budgets eliminate 1728 funding, remove
the remaining learning improvement day,
and provide no COLA. Both budgets
restore full day kindergarten to the
current funding level. Noteworthy
differences are listed below.

Senate
¢ K-4 reduced from 53.2 to 49.5
¢ LEA restored
+ Classified staffing ratio changed to
60/1000

House
¢ K-4 ratio reduced from 53.2 to
52.7
¢ LEA restored and percentage
increased to 14%
¢ Levy lid increased by 4%

OSPI has asked for and received approval
from U.S. Dept of Education (ED) for the
next ARRA quarterly report to cover the
period of December 1, 2009 to February
28, 2010 rather than March 31, 2010.

The iGrants reporting package (561) will
be available March 3™ and will be due to
OSPI by the close of business on March
10™. Each ARRA grant that has an award
number will need to be reported regardless
of whether a grant claim has been made.
There is a specific ARRA reporting page
for each grant to be completed.

As before OSPI recommends one person
be assigned the responsibility of
coordinating the completion of the form
package to ensure the accuracy and
completeness of what is submitted.
