Quarterly Report 
 

OSPI has asked for, and received, 

approval from the U.S. Dept of 

Education (ED) for the next ARRA 

quarterly report to cover the period of 

September 1, 2009 to November 30, 

2009 rather than December 31, 2009.  

Due to school vacation schedules and 

the holidays, it was determined that the 

original reporting period and due date 

would be a burden to district staff. 

 

The iGrants reporting package (516) 

will be available December 1st and will 

be due back to OSPI by the close of 

business on December 8th.  Each ARRA 

grant that has an award number will 

need to be reported regardless of 

whether a grant claim has been made.  

There is a specific ARRA reporting 

page to be completed for each grant. 

 

As before, OSPI recommends one 

person be assigned the responsibility of 

coordinating the completion of the form 

package to ensure the accuracy and 

completeness of what is submitted.

High need applications will be accepted 

on the December and April due dates; 

Community Impact applications will be 

accepted for the February and May due 

dates. 

 

Applications must be received at OSPI by 

5:00 pm on deadline day.  Hard copy and 

electronic submissions are acceptable.  

Faxed or emailed applications will not be 

accepted.  Electronic submissions must be 

in searchable PDF format using programs 

such as Adobe Acrobat Reader 8.

Changes for the 2009-10 school year 

include adding the ARRA account codes 

to worksheet A and increasing the high 

need individual applications threshold to 

$18,608.  Additionally, applications for 

students who will turn 16 during the time 

period of the IEP must provide evidence 

of age-appropriate transition assessment 

and inclusion of student in the IEP 

meeting.
