Special Education

Enrollment Counts

Unlike other enrollment counts,
special education students are
reported in age categories. There are
currently 3 age groups that are
counted: birth to two, three to pre-
kindergarten (or 5), and kindergarten
to 21. Since a five year old may be in
kindergarten or in pre-kindergarten a
distinction is made for this age group.
If a five year old is enrolled full time
in a kindergarten program and
receiving special education services
they are reported in the last category.
The state funds kindergarten through
12™ grade for all students, so any
special education student reported in
kindergarten thro ge 21 is also
generating basi tion funding for
the district.

Two key points to remember for
special education enrollment is that it
is based on age and the age is
determined as of midnight on August
31 of the year. When a student’s age
changes during the school year the
age category for reporting does not.
When a student turns 3 there is
additional criteria that must be in
place to be an eligible special
education student, but the age
category for enrollment reporting will
not change until the following August
31%. A properly formulated
individualized education program
(IEP) needs to be prepared to replace
the individualized family service plan.

Stimulus Funding

Many different forms of stimulus
funding became available this spring;
each with their own set of initials, and
all as a result of the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act
(ARRA) passed by congress. State
Fiscal Stabilization Funding (SFSF)
replaces state funding and is not
additional revenue. In fiscal year
2008-09, the payment replaced a
portion of basic education
apportionment and 1728 revenue. The
full amount of the SFSF grant
requested by districts has been
distributed. Adjustments to the award
for 2009-10 will be made if the
request exceeded the funding sources
it replaced.

In 2009-10 there will be a separate
grant award for the remaining
distribution of these funds which
replace 1728 and a portion of Local
Effort Assistance (LEA) revenue.
There are also funds available in
specific federal programs such as
Special Ed (IDEA) and Title 1 which
are additional revenue above and
beyond the districts’ regular award.

All of these programs are federal and
will need to be reported on the SEFA
(Schedule of Federal Awards) which
may require a grant audit to be
conducted for districts that would not
otherwise have one.

Election Date
Changes

During the most recent legislative
session, ESHB 1018 was passed and
reduced the number of special elections
and changed the dates some are held on.
The bill moved the February election to
the second Tuesday and eliminated the
March date leaving three special
election dates until May 2011 along
with the primary and general election
dates. The May special election is only
for levies that previously failed the same
calendar year and new bond issues.
After May 2011 there will only be two
special election dates in February and
April.

Filing timelines have also changed.
Special election must be submitted to
the county auditor 45 days prior rather
than the current 52 days. Primary and
general filing timelines remain
unchanged at 84 days.

The election date changes are effective
July 26, 2009 with the exception of the
May related change.
